Announcements

· Meetings: $200 per meeting is being spent for food and childcare.  Parents are willing to make $1/per child donation for childcare.  In the past there have been too many children for the amount of caregivers present.  With the childcare being limited to only SBCS students ages 12 and under we are hopeful that this will cut back on the amount of children.  Activities are needed for the children.

· Recreation Center- School applied and did a walkthrough of the building.  The building is bad shape and will cost a lot of money to repair.  Parents discussed rallying together to reopen the recreation center.  Call, write and email city council and the mayor.  The mayor is in charge of the recreation centers that are closed.  Parents can start a petition.  It was also suggested to write into Extreme Home Makeovers.

· Foreign Language update – The school has received resumes and the interview process has begun.  The question arose if a teacher is found that speaks another language besides Spanish would we still be interested.  Most in attendance said yes.  Foreign language would be offered to grades 5-8.  It was suggested to check area high schools to see which languages they are offering and use that to narrow our choices. Would parents be interested in an after school program?  There would need to be consistency for the children to learn and retain information.  To have a certified teacher it would need to be during the school day.  The school will keep us informed on their findings.  If anyone knows of a foreign language teacher who works part-time at another school please refer them to SBCS

· Fair- Downtown Family Alliance provides information on different schools which will be held Saturday, November 05, 2011 from 9-12:30.  The staff is not setting up a table at this event but if any parents are available to man the table the school will provide the necessary materials.  Not enough volunteers were available to do this event.
